
Minutes of Currow C.C. Meeting on 09.06.09

Agenda; Confirm final arrangements for the staging of the 44th Johny Drum Memorial Cup Race.

Discussion;

1. Roads; Killarney Roads Engineer, Breda Moynihan,  has confirmed that the surface will be safe for the race event and that she will liaise with her counterpart in Castleisland, Francie McSweeney to ensure the area near Browns is suitably prepared. It was agreed that Eamonn would write again indicating the dangers to competitors in the event if the road is not in fact repaired where defects exist. The main area of concern, other than the down hill from Scart, is the Powes Cross to Dysard. 
2. Road Marking; Mike Fleming, Shane and John B will deal with this in advance of the 21st. 
3. Signage; Additional signage will be required, Marcus and Fred to check what stock we have, decide what is needed and acquire it at the best price. Marcus will put these out on Sunday morning . 
4. Bunting; John B will purchase additional bunting from Vincent Murphy to the value of approx. €80. To be erected on Sunday morning with Gerard’s forklift.
5. An Garda S(och(na; Letter was sent on 19th June requesting support. Eamonn to liaise with AGS, indicating that a motor cycle is preferred option and if Declan McDonagh is available, he’s preferred also.
6. Civil Defence; Fred confirmed that an ambulance is confirmed and that a further vehicle may also be available.
7. Lead Cars; Mike Fleming Car # 1, Shane O’Neil Car #2 and Pat Fleming #3. Mike and Tom Kenny to sort out ‘flashers’ and Mike to ‘acquire’ additional magnetic signage.
8. Sign On; Commences from 11.00am and Fred, Steve and Gareth will man the desk. Eamonn to provide sign on sheets and additional circuit information to be posted in porch. Senior 1, Juniors and Vets €10, U16 €5, U14 and U12 €3. Entrants wishing to be supported by a car, need to sign and will be assigned a running order number.

10. Commissar; John B to liaise with Cycling Ireland and Dan Curtain (Kanturk CC),  and contact commissar and confirm arrangements for the event. John will also drive the commissar around the circuit if required.
11. Stewards; All Stewards to arrive at Community Centre no later than 11.00am for sign-on. Hi Vis vests required. It was noted at the meeting that a lot of new club members were absent from the meeting and additional Stewards will be required. Eamonn to contact individual members and check their availability for Sunday. Locations for Seniors Races; Currow Bridge(Steve), Grotto (Thomas Barrett and John Houlihan), Buckley’s Shop (Marcus and Noel), Twiss Bridge (Gareth Lawless) Daly’s Shop in Scart (Donal Collins and another), Garveys, Castleisland (David Costello and others). Locations for Junior Races; to be arranged on the morning of event.

13. Refreshments; Eamonn to sort. 
14. Prize Money; Meeting agreed to hold the same prize structure as 2008, Eamonn to ensure there are sufficient cheques pre-signed etc.
